· An IRS-approved 501(c)(3) nonprofit corporation, incorporated in Ohio to provide career, training and employment related services to Ohio’s 1.2 million residents who are:
· Veterans who served honorably

· Active duty military personnel

· Members of the National Guard or Reserves
· A network of 61 career centers in 37 Ohio counties that are:

· Located in local AMVETS posts, VA hospitals and ODJFS One-Stop offices and funded by members of the local posts

· Equipped with classrooms, computers and Internet access

· Staffed by volunteers and/or paid staff who are trained as career coaches

· A complement to existing programs that serve veterans. We work with organizations that provide career, training and employment related services to veterans, including:

· Department of Job & Family Services vet reps

· Veterans organizations and government agencies that serve veterans
· Colleges, schools and other training organizations

· Employers and public/private job placement organizations

What we do . . .

· Career assessment and exploration so vets can make good career choices

· Training to help vets develop the work-related skills employers are looking for

· Assistance with civilian credentials for skills developed while in military service

· Job readiness preparation to help vets dress, act and speak the way employers expect

· Resume and cover letter writing to help vets market themselves to employers

· Job search training to help vets maximize their job search effectiveness 

· Interview coaching so vets know what to expect when they interview for jobs

· Referral to Department of Job & Family Services vet reps for job placement assistance
· Referral to other organizations for additional assistance vets may need
What we have achieved . . .

· Over 3,000 veterans have registered for AMVETS Career Center services, including over  2,100 veterans who have registered for free Internet-based training through Mindleaders, our on-line training provider
· Over 300 veterans have earned civilian licenses or certifications in more than 50 career fields

· Hundreds of veterans have found employment through referral to Department of Job & Family Services vet reps

· In addition to Internet-based training, many local career centers offer training at their posts, including computer repair, residential wiring, welding, precision instrument reading, construction trades, basic bookkeeping, small engine repair and home appliance repair.
