Each career center is equipped with a classroom, computers and Internet access and staffed by volunteers who are trained as career coaches. AMVETS Career Center services are free to veterans and military personnel who have served our nation honorably. Services include: 

· Career assessment and exploration assistance to help vets make good career choices

· Training to help vets develop the work-related skills employers are looking for

· Assistance with civilian licensing and certification for skills vets developed while in military service

· Job readiness preparation to help vets dress, act and speak the way employers expect

· Resume and cover letter writing to help vets market themselves better to employers

· Job search training to help vets maximize the effectiveness of their job search

· Interview coaching so vets know what to expect when they interview for jobs

· Referral to other organizations for job placement assistance

Each AMVETS Career Center includes a computer lab that provides access to Internet-based training. Over 1,000 courses are available fee-of-charge to veterans who qualify, including:
· Basic computer and Internet skills for people who have limited computer experience
· Office productivity software such as Word, Excel, QuickBooks and PowerPoint
· Home management skills such as retirement planning, basic investing and estate planning
· High-level computer skills that lead to certifications such as MCSE, CCNA, or Networking +
· Web design courses, including Dreamweaver, Flash and Photoshop
